Create a Word or similar Rich Text Document (not HTML) for what qualifies you for the office you are running for. The document created must be able to be read with the classroom computers. (You may run for any elected office you want…that is possible.)

In many ways, this is a resume, as it helps define yourself, and why you should be elected to the job you want with some town/state/federal/etc. government. You will have to consider why you are qualified, but don’t think of this as a “position statement”. We are not about what you believe (more/less taxes, more/less regulation, more/less etc.), but what you’ve done.

You may need to research this to find previous examples.  Think about who would endorse yourself, what types of civic functions/roles have you performed, etc.  You are allowed to use literary license, as long as it is reasonable.  I.e. someone of your age would have been able to do it. The document should be approximately one page in length, and be designed to be “scanned” (not read) – so think headlines and bullet points by someone reviewing it.
